Change Listing:

· Lsclip command speedup: Improved the processing time of the lsclip command.

· DVI input signal detection improvement
· Two Step Firmware Update Process: Two separate commands– ufw and ufpga.

· The ufw will update the fw and config files. “ufw” should run first.

· The ufpga will update the fpga and the Linux OS. “ufpga” should run after “ufw.”


· WCP Version 1.20
· re-aligns Audio Settings panel 

· fixes synchronized playback and record, properly updates the file name and path, remaining time and total clip time 

· input timing panel does not display incorrect timing name, since this mode is not yet supported in DGy

· fixes the issue with an added field for "lsclip -L" command, which resulted in corrupted view of files information in the Clip Browser

· adds remote power shutdown interface (in “System” tab ) in a form of a button and confirmation dialog

· properly handles unicast/multicast streaming options and adjusts the interface accordingly

· fixes different GUI cut-offs, including the start-up status info page

· improves the record dialog pop-up delay( the initial long delay was caused by spaces in the file names )

· fixes "corrupted file"  when file option is selected in clip browser
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· the remote power down dialog is set to proper size

· in the ftp client the pop-up destination selection window in centered, it used to be off of the screen

· minimizes the delays related to the record dialog pop-up

· minimizes the delays when recording is finished

· enables slider operation in file mode on each individual file

· disables clip/file selector while in playback mode

· at the end of recording the clip/file selector is always forced to the "Clip" mode

· resets the current file selected info in the player if that file is deleted
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
